Plant Foldable Directions

DO NOT TAKE!


Preparation:

1. Take a piece of paper and fold it in half, hot dog style, with the crease facing the left side.

2. Cut the TOP LAYER ONLY into 4 equal sections.

The front:

Your goal is to draw a flowering plant, from flower to roots, along the four tabs of your foldable.  Each section of the foldable has one main part of the plant.

1. On the top-most section, draw and color a flower.

2. On the second section, draw and color leaves of the plant.

3. On the third section, draw and color the plant stem.

4. On the fourth, lowest, section, draw your plant going into the ground and show its roots.

On the back of the tabs you just cut and drew on:

1. On the back of the section you drew a flower on, write the word “FLOWER” and using your notes, write a sentence describing the function of flower.

2. On the back of the section you drew the leaves on, write the word “LEAVES” and using your notes, write a sentence describing the function of leaves.

3. On the back of the section you drew the stem on, write the word “STEM” and using your notes, write a sentence describing the function of the stem.

4. On the back of the section you drew the roots on, write the word “ROOTS” and using your notes, write a sentence describing the function of the roots.

1. Across from where you wrote the function of the flower, write and complete the following sentences:

4. Label the bottom section “ANGIOSPERMS”


-Divide this box in half vertically.


-Label the left side “MONOCOTS,” name a monocot, and draw and color a picture of 
one.


-Label the right side “DICOTS,” name a dicot, and draw and color a picture of one.
